Attendance was taken.  Tom O’Mara announced that he will be retiring by the end of August 2007.  Robert Evans also announced that he will be retiring in December 2007.  Donna Smallman retired in January 2007.
Alan Fletcher has stepped down as Chairman of the G-9 (Sealants) QPG.  He will remain on the QPMC.  Kent DeFranco was approved unanimously as the new Chairman of the G-9 QPG.  

The QPMC discussed and approved sending a proxy in a member’s place if they are not able to attend a meeting.

Due to Tom O’Mara’s pending retirement, there was discussion as to a new Chairman of the QPMC.  Manuel Koucouthakis and Stuart Bullock expressed interest in being the Chairman of the QPMC.  The QPMC deliberated and nominated Stuart Bullock as Chairman and Manuel Koucouthakis as Vice Chairman.  These nominations will be sent to the PRI Board of Directors for approval.

3.0       PRI STATUS REPORT
The PRI Status report was presented which addressed the major activities that have taken place from December 2006 – May 2007.  Those activities are the following:
· Number of specifications with the requirement for PRI-QPL
· G-3 – 20
· G-9 – 14
· G-8 – 9 

· CE – 4

· CACRC - 1

· E-34 – 1

· E-25 – 1

· 51 manufacturers currently have listing on the PRI-QPL’s representing thousands of parts/products/compounds

· PRI attended G-3, AMS-CE, G-8, G-9 and E-25 meetings
· PRI participated in G-3, AMS-CE, G-8, G-9, E-25 and E-34 teleconferences

· PRI is working a project for a new version/release in 2008 – eAuditNet 2.0
· Requirements for the On-Line QPL have been captured and will be aggressively worked

· Obtaining required signatures for the PRI-QPL Confidentiality Agreements as well as working with E-34 to resolve comments

· Processing new qualifications for G-3, G-9, G-8, E-25 and E-34
· New Program underway for G-8 (Rain Erosion Coating), E-34 and E-25

· Processing re-qualifications and/or periodic testing for G-3, AMS-CE, G-9 and G-8
· Seven Supplier Advisories issued and in process.
· Reviewed QPGs Workload and break-out of various QPG activities

· Reviewed charts of the growth of QPL program from 2007 to present through Specifications with QPL Requirements, Companies Listed, Total Listings

· Reviewed chart of future listings projections through May 2008

The QPMC also discussed streamlining of the QPG workload.  It was recommended that each QPG develop their own test plans for improved clarity to the suppliers as to the requirements for qualification.  Many of the QPGs currently have this on their own action item listing and several have test plans already in place.  It was also recommended that once a test plan is in place, to send the test plan to the supplier with the application.
The Sealants QPG has developed a change of location plan.  The QPMC has asked that this be posted on the PRI Website under Reference Documents after review by the QPMC.

ACTION ITEM:  Forward the Change of Location plan to the QPMC for review and post to the website once approved.
4.0      QPG STATUS REPORTS
4.1 Aerospace Sealing (SAE G-9)

G-9 met in January 2007 at the Nadcap meeting in Redondo Beach, CA and in May 2007, with SAE in Atlanta, GA.  The next meeting is scheduled for Fall 2007  and will be in Long Beach, CA.  Email has been the primary mode of communication between meetings. The QPG membership was presented.

Two new specifications contain the PRI-QPL requirement, AMS3092 and AMS3167.  AMS3167 is a joint G-8/G-9 QPL and submittals will need evaluated to determine the appropriate QPG for approval.  AMS3167 suppliers will be able to grandfather from AMS3166.
The QPMC also discussed attendance at the G-9 meetings and determined that UDRI, although they prepare the data, will be required to sign Confidentiality Agreements.

G-9 has had one plant relocation and two Advisories issued in the last six months.  Both Advisories are in the final stages of being resolved.

ACTION ITEM:  UDRI to sign Confidentiality Agreements to attend G-9 QPG meetings.
4.2  Elastomer Seals (AMS CE)

AMS CE met in January 2007 at the Nadcap meeting in Redondo Beach, CA and in April 2007, with SAE in Norfolk, VA.  The next meetings scheduled for Fall 2007 in Long Beach, CA.  The QPG membership was presented adding several new members.  AMS-CE would like additional membership from Pratt & Whitney, GE and Airbus.
The committee is evaluating the need to add PRI-QPL requirements to all o-ring and molded seals specifications AMS7270, AMS7271, AMS7273, AMS7274.  MIL-R-25988 will be superseded by two AMS specifications with QPLs.  AMSs will also replace AMS-P-83461 and MIL-R-83485.

The QPMC discussed if distributors could be members of the QPG.  It was decided that distributors could not be members of the QPG.  There was also discussion as to what the QPG was referring to as a distributor, if an actuality they were really purchasers – users of the end product.  Purchasers, users of the end product, can be members of the QPG, attend closed meetings, but not have voting rights.  Purchasers are to sign a Confidentiality Agreement
The QPG has also decided that limited use AMS specification with QPL requirements will have their requalification periods extended to 5 years.  These specifications need to be identified.

ACTION ITEM:  Identify specifications that have limited usage and revise to extend their requalification period to 5 years.
4.3  Propulsion Lubricants (SAE E-34)

E-34’s April 2007 meeting was held in Bilbao, Spain.  The next meeting is  scheduled for Fall 2007 is in Vancouver, Canada.  Weekly teleconferences have been conducted as E-34 has begun data review. The QPG membership was presented.

The PRI-QPL Confidentiality Agreements have been revised and are to be signed by all Primes by June 30, 2007.  The QPG has developed an operating guide, checklist and a proforma for application data. The use of a Qualification Reference Number (QRN) system will be in place to ensure traceability of change.  The first listings will be by June 30, 2007.

The QPG has a two year chairmanship limitation.  Robert Bruce’s tenure will be up in the fall of 2007.

4.4  Aerospace Couplings, Fittings, Hose & Tubing Assemblies (SAE G-3)

The QPG report was presented by Hans van der Velden for Ron Clements.

G-3’s Spring meeting was held in San Diego, CA.  The next meeting is scheduled for September 2007 in Portland, MA.  Teleconferences are held the first and third Wednesday’s of each month. The QPG membership was presented.
Several new standards are requiring PRI-QPL’s:   AS614,  AS5000, AS5951, AS5958 and AS5830.  These standards are in use to support new aircraft development.  Several of these standards will be released as SAE/ASD co-owned standards (AS5000, AS5958, AS5951 and AS5960).  They will be released in the USA and in Europe AS/EN-xxxx.

G-3 has had a very heavy workload and is investigating opportunities for data review assistance.  This will be discussed under Agenda Item 8.0.
G-3 also requested that the PRI eAuditNet developers review the G-3 request for search by complete part number.  Jeff Conrad is a member of the eAuditNet Enhancement Team and will follow this.
The QPG has encountered selling of unapproved parts.  The QPMC determined that a procedure should be established for selling of unapproved parts and shared with all QPGs.
Five Advisory Notices have been issued.  Two advisories were product impact and the three others required limited scope ballots to resolve the issue.

PD2101 has been revised and published.

 ACTION ITEM:  Establish a procedure for selling of unapproved parts. 
4.5  Commercial Aircraft Composite Repair Committee (CACRC)

CACRC’s April 2007  meeting was held in Amsterdam, Netherlands.  The next meeting is scheduled for November 2007, in Wichita, KS.  E-mail has been the primary mode of communication between meetings.  The QPG membership was presented.

A new specification, AMS3970, will contain the PRI-QPL requirement and was balloted to the membership and is to close May 30, 2007.  An estimate of 4th Q 2007 was given for product listings to the AMS3970. Two additional specifications are in draft form, AMS2960 and AMS2950, and material qualification is to be determined. Candidates are currently being solicited for interest to qualify to these new specifications.
QPMC meetings are falling at the same time as CACRC Meetings.  Paul Whitman has offered Baltimore as a possible future meeting location.

4.6  Organic Coatings (SAE G-8)

G-8’s April 2007 meeting was held in Atlanta, GA.  The next meeting is scheduled for November 2007 in Long Beach, CA.  E-mail has been the primary mode of communication between meetings. Teleconferences are scheduled on an as needed basis. The QPG membership was presented.

G-8 had two members retiring.  Two candidates have been approved by the QPG and have signed PRI-QPL Confidentiality Agreements.  Also, two new members from the G-8 committee have volunteered to participate in the QPG, pending approval.  This will add two new companies represented, one from the needed commercial sector.
AMS3167 is a joint G-8/G-9 QPL and submittals will need evaluated to determine the appropriate QPG for approval.  Manufacturers are also being solicited by the G-8 committee for listing on existing specifications that require the PRI-QPL.
AMS3116 has a corresponding Mil spec that has not been cancelled, so interest in QPL qualification has not occurred.  G-8 is looking into using this for commercial application.

G-8 developed a Rain Erosion Coating Petition.  AF CTIO is preparing to run qualification testing on two candidates.  This will provide listings for AMS-C-83231.

G-8 PD document is in early draft form.  The QPG also is working on development of a specific format for submitted test data for ease of review.

4.7  General Standards for Aerospace Propulsion Systems (SAE E-25)

E-25’s April 2007 meeting was held in Savannah, GA.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 2007 in Portland, MA. 

AS5272 contains the PRI-QPL requirement and was released in July 2005.  Currently a limited scope ballot has been issued to extend the initial qualification date until December 2007 and to allow for witnessing.  A PRI witness has been identified.  A witnessing checklist is being developed and witnessing will take place beginning in the summer 2007.  Test plans have been submitted from three of the suppliers requiring a witness.  One supplier has taken his products to a 17025 laboratory.
4.8   Greases (AMS M)

The AMS M committee has not established a QPG at this time.  The next meeting is scheduled for Fall 2007 in Long Beach, CA.  Request for formalization of a QPG is on hold.
The AMS M committee will commit to move forward after evaluation of the experience and lessons learned of the E-34 QPG.  There are several members and technical experts that cross-over both committees.  Alun Williams, Airbus, is the new Chairman of SAE AMS M.
AMS3052 is the specification that could include the PRI-QPL requirements in a future revision.  This specification includes baseline technical requirements.  Additional testing above and beyond the specification requirements may be required based on intended application and use.
5.0       DSCC Report

Robert Evans, DSCC, presented a report of current military specifications with QPL requirements.  Bob also offered a preview of the new Assist database that is to be released in the summer 2007.

PRI has balloted the AC7112, Nadcap Audit Criteria for Fluid Systems Component Manufacturers Distribution to NMC.  This ballot will result in DSCC:

Sending a memo to all government QPL 1339 and 604 suppliers when document is first posted on eAuditNet explaining:

· DoD support of industry QPLs

· DSCC will be canceling government QPL 1339 and 604 at the end of the 90 days on eAuditNet

· DSCC will then be using PRI QPLs 1339 and 604

· Suppliers on the government QPLs, but not on the PRI QPLs, have the option to pursue PRI “grandfathering”

· DSCC will accept PRI audits, but may occasionally request to attend PRI audits as observers

· Changes, product failures, retention reporting will only need to go to PRI for 1339 and 604 and duplicate reporting to DSCC can stop

6.0       PROGRAM DOCUMENT REVIEW

PD2000, Revision B, and PD2001, Revision A, were last revised in March 2004.  Since it has been over two years, the QPMC has reviewed the content of these documents and made the required changes to further clarify and detail the program requirements.  

A thorough review of PD2000 and PD2001 was conducted by PRI Staff.  PD2000 and PD2001 have been balloted with a 21 day letter ballot.  After all comments were resolved, it was determined that PD2000 and PD2001 be reballoted for an additional 21 day letter ballot.  There were a small number of additional comments received.  All comments were resolved and PRI was instructed to close the ballot and publish the documents.

As PRI is notified of a 
specifications/standards that is balloted, it is reviewed for administrative and 
program operation verbiage.  This would include website address, mailing address, 
reference to Program Documents and Nadcap Audit Criteria, when applicable.  
What is needed is to ensure that the QPG Members and Manufacturers review for 
technical content and balloting timeliness.  


The QPMC recommended:

· An increased awareness of the SAE minutes enumerating new specifications/standards with QPL requirements

· Add as a standing agenda item to QPG/Committee meetings

· PRI/QPGs to be sure that manufacturers affected by the revisions review the specifications/standards  
· Add a slide to PRI status report of what PRI has been seeing as far as specifications/standards

PRI.


PRI-QPL Test Plan/Results Review Proposal


There has been increased concern from QPG members and PRI staff that the QPGs 
workload is too heavy and time consuming.  It has become a challenge to conduct 
detailed reviews in a timely fashion by some QPGs.  


Suggestions were to hire a PRI consultant or full time engineer for QPL technical 
review.  This person could review test plan submittals, provide recommendations 
to QPG for formal approval, review specification/standard revisions, and witness 
for the QPGs.


QPMC comments were:

· QPG will loose review integrity

· Expertise would end up at PRI and it would dwindle at the supplier

· Dilutes the response of the QPG

· Would like SAE Consultants to be members of the QPG


QPMC recommendations:

· Pre-review of data before sending to QPGs

· Publish reports with synopsis at front

· Develop test plan

· QPG Chairman to go back to Primes for additional QPG support


POTENTIAL NEW QPGs:


P-17 (Composites) is considering adding QPLs to their 
standards/specifications.  This process is to be completed in the next year or 
so.  Assistance as to how to proceed can be obtained from the SAE 
Chairperson or SAE staff.


AE-8 is reconsidering the PRI-QPL Program.  QPMC members will keep PRI 
apprised of this as it develops.


ACTION ITEM:  PRI to contact SAE liaison for time and location of the 
next SAE P-17 meeting.
