3.0 PRI STATUS REPORT
The PRI Status report was presented which addressed the major activities that have taken place from November 2005 – June 2006.  Those activities are the following:

· 48 manufacturers currently have listing on the PRI-QPL’s representing thousands of parts/products/compounds

· PRI attended G-3, CE, G-8 and G-9 meetings
· PRI participated in G-3, CE and E-34 teleconferences

· New questionnaires developed for E-34, CACRC and E-25

· New enhancements added to On-Line QPL which was launched in June 2005

· New specifications

· New attributes

· Notes field

· Attachment field

· Obtaining required signatures for the PRI-QPL Confidentiality Agreements as well as work with E-34 to resolve comments

· Processing new qualifications for G-3, G-9 and CACRC

· Processing re-qualifications and/or periodic testing for G-3, CE, G-9 and G-8

Further enhancements to the On-Line QPL will be a PRI priority from July-September 2006. Work will include the main search screen, results screen (e.g. removal of blank columns), automatic notification of QPL updates, etc.

ACTION ITEM: QPMC to review the On-Line QPL and submit any additional enhancement requests to PRI.
4.0 QPG STATUS REPORTS
4.1 Aerospace Couplings, Fittings, Hose & Tubing Assemblies (SAE G-3)

G-3’s March 2006 meeting was held in Nashville, TN.  The next meeting is scheduled for September 2006 in Savannah, GA.  Teleconferences are held the first and third Wednesday’s of each month. The QPG membership was presented.
Several new standards will require PRI-QPL’s; AS5000, AS5951, AS5958 and AS5830. These standards are in use to support new aircraft development.  Two of these standards will be released as SAE/ASD co-owned standards.
4.2 Commercial Aircraft Composite Repair Committee (CACRC)

CACRC’s May 2006 meeting was held in Prestwick, Scotland.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 2006 in Cincinnati, OH. E-mail has been the primary mode of communication between meetings. The QPG membership was presented.

The first products were listed on the PRI-QPL-AMS2980.  A new specification, AMS3970, will contain the PRI-QPL requirement and is due to be released in September 2006.  An estimate of 1Q 2007 was given for product listings to the AMS3970. Two additional specifications are in draft form, AMS2960 and AMS2950, and material qualification is to be determined. Candidates are currently being solicited for interest to qualify to these new specifications.
4.3 Elastomer Seals (AMS CE)

AMS CE’s January 2006 meeting was held in Redondo Beach, CA.  The next meeting is scheduled for San Antonio, TX.  Teleconferences are held every other week on Tuesday and as needed.  The QPG membership was presented.
The committee is evaluating the need to add PRI-QPL requirements to all o-ring and molded seals specifications.

4.4 Aerospace Sealing (AMS G-9)
AMS G-9’s April 2006 meeting was held in Pittsburgh, PA.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 2006 in Salt Lake City, UT.  Email has been the primary mode of communication between meetings. The QPG membership was presented.

Two new specifications contain the PRI-QPL requirement; AMS3092 and AMS3167.  AMS3167 is a joint G-8/G-9 QPL and submittals will need evaluated to determine the appropriate QPG for approval.
The number of re-qualifications due at the same timeframe has caused a heavy work-load on the testing laboratories. The QPG will need to stagger re-qualification due dates for the next due dates to allow for timely processing and approval.

A question was asked to the QPMC regarding if a manufacturer (who is also a user) or distributor could serve as a QPG member.  The QPMC agreed that based on the large conflict of interest, that manufacturers and distributors cannot be QPG voting members.  Test plans and test data shall not be reviewed by these entities. 
4.5 Propulsion Lubricants (SAE E-34)

E-34’s April 2006 meeting was held in San Antonio, TX.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 2006 in Vancouver, Canada. Several teleconferences have been conducted are held on an as needed basis during the start-up process. The QPG membership was presented.
The AS5780 Rev. A has been issued with the PRI-QPL requirement and the PD2104 has also been issued.  The PRI-QPL Confidentiality Agreements and the Supplier Agreements are in review prior to product submittal.  The QPG is developing an operating guide, checklist and determining the preferred format for application data. The use of a Qualification Reference Number (QRN) system will be in place to ensure traceability of change. An E-34 start-up procedure is also being used for an orderly start of the review process.

4.6 Organic Coatings (SAE G-8)

G-8’s May 2006 meeting was held in Pittsburgh, PA.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 2006 in Salt Lake City, UT.  E-mail has been the primary mode of communication between meetings. Teleconferences are scheduled on an as needed basis. The QPG membership was presented.

AMS3167 is a joint G-8/G-9 QPL and submittals will need evaluated to determine the appropriate QPG for approval.  Manufacturers are also being solicited by the G-8 committee for listing on existing specifications that require the PRI-QPL.
G-8 PD document is in early draft form and was recently discussed at the QPG meeting.  The QPG also is working on development of a specific format for submitted test data for ease of review.

A question was asked regarding the dissemination of test plans and test results for QPG evaluation and decision making. The two methods currently utilized are mail (hard copy or CD) as well as e-mail.  A request was made regarding the feasibility of utilizing private forum packages.

ACTION ITEM: PRI to investigate the potential use of SAE private forums for posting of test plans and test results.
4.7 General Standards for Aerospace Propulsion Systems (SAE E-25)

E-25’s April 2006 meeting was held in Phoenix, AZ.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 2006 in Vancouver, Canada. E-mail has been the primary mode of communication between meetings. The QPG membership was presented.

AS5272 contains the PRI-QPL requirement and was released in July 2005.  PRI witnessing of testing at the manufacturing facility is being evaluated as an option since there is a concern with the lack of accredited laboratories to the required scopes of approval.  A list of prospective lubricant manufacturers has been provided to PRI to solicit interest in qualifying.
ACTION ITEM: Don Sekits and Gary Landry to submit any additional lubricant manufacturers to PRI.
ACTION ITEM: PRI to distribute solicitation letter to lubricant manufacturers.
THURSDAY, 22 JUNE 2006
5.0 QPG STATUS REPORTS

5.1 Greases (AMS M)

The AMS M committee has no established QPG at this time.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 2006 in Vancouver, Canada.  Request for formalization of QPG is estimated to be fall 2006.
The AMS M committee will commit to move forward after evaluation of the experience and lessons learned of the E-34 QPG.  There are several members and technical experts that cross-over both committees.
AMS3052 is the specification that could include the PRI-QPL requirements in a future revision.  This specification includes baseline technical requirements.  Additional testing above and beyond the specification requirements may be required based on intended application and use.
5.2 Lubricant Review Institute (LRI)
A brief update was given on the automotive QPL program that PRI manages for engine oils and gear lubricants. PRI is evaluating the administrative and reporting structure of this industry-managed program.  No current plans to have this program report directly to the QPMC.  
The LRI is drafting a PD document to capture the details of their operation.

5.3
National Center for Advanced Materials Performance (NCAMP)

The NCAMP initiative was announced in 2005 and is a NASA funded center located at the National Institute for Aviation Research on the campus of Wichita State University.  NCAMP is conducting research and testing for the goal of developing material specifications for advanced material usage (e.g. composites).  These material specifications developed by NCAMP may be transitions to SAE AMS specifications and could include PRI-QPL requirements.
PRI and SAE presented during an NCAMP Technical Review Conference in May 2006 to provide details about the specification process as well as the PRI-QPL process and the Nadcap process. PRI will continue to monitor the progress of the initial material qualification efforts.

6.0 DATABASE UPDATE

The database update was not presented and the QPMC agreed that it was no longer needed as an agenda item.
A demonstration was given of the ASSIST database, www.assist.daps.dla.mil.  This site contains government standards, specifications and QPL’s.

7.0 PRI-QPL CONFIDENTIALITY AGREEMENTS / SUPPLIER AGREEMENTS

PRI-QPL Confidentiality Agreements (Individual and Company) were published 13 July 2005 and distributed to all QPG and QPMC members for signature.  A status of the signatures was presented. 82% of the QPG (excluding E-34) and QPMC members have signed the agreements and the minimum number of members to establish a quorum are met. These agreements are required to be on file to be classified as a QPG or QPMC voting member, which grants the right to review test plans, test data and vote on product listing decisions. The QPMC has directed that a deadline of 31 July 2006 be set for obtaining these outstanding signatures.  For those that do not submit the signed agreements to PRI, they will be removed as QPG or QPMC voting members.
ACTION ITEM: PRI to distribute a letter to those QPG and QPMC members that have yet to sign the PRI-QPL Confidentiality Agreement and detail the deadline of 31 July 2006 and the ramifications if not received.

ACTION ITEM: PRI to update all QPG and QPMC rosters.
E-34 is working with PRI to revising the the PRI-QPL Confidentiality Agreements to meet the needs of this committee based on the increased sensitivity of formulation data.  The latest draft revision of these agreements are dated 7 June 2006 and are in final legal review by the QPG members and oil manufacturers.  The QPMC has directed that these revisions shall be applicable to the E-34 QPG and that all current signatures on file to the 13 July 2005 version is acceptable with no need to re-sign the revised agreements.
8.0 AUDIT CRITERIA/AEROSPACE STANDARD RELATIONSHIP TO PRI-QPL’S

Several of the QPG’s require special product accreditation to audit requirements prior to being listed on the PRI-QPL.  AS7003, Nadcap Program Requirements, Revision C. was released on February 2006.  The key change implemented with this revision is that is now allows the accreditation to be issued to either an Aerospace Standard (AS) or the Audit Criteria (AC). The Nadcap Task Groups have the option to eliminate the SAE AS and publish the certificates in compliance with the PRI AC.  This is strictly to the SAE AS’s used for Nadcap accreditation audits and not the engineering standards to which product is produced. Elimination of the AS’s will reduce the ballot cycle of the Nadcap requirements, reduce the redundance of maintaining equivalent documents and reduce the costs for purchasing the AS’s.
The Nadcap Fluids, Sealants and Elastomer Seals Task Groups must coordinate with the QPG’s to determine the next course of action related to the decision to issue Nadcap accreditation to the AS or the AC.  If  a change is to be made, PRI (PD documents) and SAE (part standards, etc.) documents will need to be reviewed in detail to reflect the appropriate changes.
9.0 PROGRAM DOCUMENT REVIEW

PD2000, Revision B, and PD2001, Revision A, were last revised in March 2004.  Since it has been over two years, the QPMC is reviewing the content of these documents and making the required changes to further clarify and detail the program requirements.  Paragraphs 1 through 13 of PD2000, Revision B, were reviewed during this meeting.
ACTION ITEM: PRI to schedule a WebEx meeting in the next quarter to continue discussion and review of PD2000 and PD2001.
10.0 OPEN DISCUSSION

No additional items.

11.0 NEXT MEETING DATE/LOCATION/DEVELOP AGENDA

The next QPMC meeting will be held in the November 2006 time frame.  Suggestions for location were Pittsburgh, PA (PRI host), Indianapolis, IN (Rolls-Royce Corp. host) and Seattle, WA (Boeing host).  A formal agenda and time will be established and distributed.
