(Best practice requirements listed below)
1. AS9100 Provisions: 
a. Maintain records to provide Objective Evidence of conformity
b. Supplier shall notify the Customer of nonconforming product or process prior to delivery and will not ship without acceptance of the product from Supplier
c. Maintain Objective Quality Evidence of Customer’s  approval of Supplier’s nonconforming product
d. Supplier shall provide Certificates of Conformity for product delivered
e. Customers, and regulatory authorities shall be granted the right of access to all Supplier and sub-tier Supplier facilities and records involved in fulfilling the Purchase Order requirements
f. All quality records (non-electronic) shall be documented in ink or other permanent marking
2. Test Reporting Provisions: as required by Customer
3. FAR/ DFAR Flow down Provisions:
a. Seller must comply and flow down DFAR clause 252.225-7014: Preference for Domestic Specialty Metals
b. Supplier is to provide First Article Inspection documentation to AS9102
4. Document Provisions:

a. Revision levels must be specified and items indicated as, “**” must be manufactured to the latest revision.
b. All requirements stated on the purchase order that are applicable to sub-tier Suppliers, shall be flowed down via purchasing documents, including End-Use Customer, key characteristics, Flight Critical and Export Control designations.  
c. Exact verbiage of any applicable PO requirements must be flowed down to any additional sub-tier supplier PO’s are required 
d. Certificate of Conformance required with every shipment
e. Supplier shall maintain Foreign Object Debris/Damage (FOD) prevention program
f. Items on this purchase order shall have the following lot traceability requirements and identification marking as required by the Customer
5. Special Process Provisions: Special Process Suppliers shall require accreditation through Nadcap 

6. Required Approvals Provisions: All required approvals for the special process or Customer Specification must be flowed down to any additional sub-tier supplier as required by the Customer
7. Deviations: must be obtained in writing.  All deviations to engineering requirements must also have the appropriate engineering control authority or designee sign-off.  All permanent deviations should be incorporated into a PO revision
8. Contact Information: Must identify Purchasing, Quality and Export Control representatives with contact information
9. Misc:  Customer/Internal part numbers and Part Name, Drawing revision level Quantity, Scope, Special instructions, Base material, Substantiation requirements, Job Type- repair, 
10. Shipping Requirements: as required by Customer
