APPROVAL OF OCTOBER MINUTES / RAIL REVIEW (OPEN)

The minutes from the October 13-14, 2009, Sealant Task Group meeting were reviewed and approved as written. All of the RAIL open action items were reviewed.

3.0 NADCAP STAFF REPORT (OPEN)

Staff Engineer Keith Purnell presented the PRI Staff Report and Task Group Metrics (attached).
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Motion made by Jeff Kingsley and seconded by Kent Defranco for the Sealant Task Group to meet in California in conjunction with the Elastomer Seals Task Group the week of July 13, 2009. Decision was based upon not having enough attendees to establish quorum in Istanbul. Motion passed unanimously by the Task Group. 

Schedule for the October 2009 Nadcap meeting in Pittsburgh, PA was discussed. The Sealant Task Group will meet for 1-1/2 days which includes time for auditor training. 

ACTION ITEM: Keith Purnell to notify the Nadcap Sealant Task Group members that the July meeting will be California the week of July 13, 2009 (DUE DATE: March 11, 2009).

SUPPLIER SUPPORT COMMITTEE PRESENTATION (OPEN)

Suzanna DeMoss presented the attached Supplier Support Committee Update.
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5.0 AC7200/1 BALLOT (OPEN)
The Draft AC7200/1 was reviewed line by line and changes to the wording and sequencing of questions were discussed. Sealant Auditors provided suggestions for conducting process job and paper audits. PRI staff documented the agreed upon changes and will incorporate them into the second draft.  PRI staff will send the second draft to K. Defranco & S. DeMoss for review. 
ACTION ITEM: Keith Purnell to incorporate changes into a second draft of AC7200/1 (DUE DATE: March 31, 2009).
ACTION ITEM: Keith Purnell to e-mail draft AC7200/1 to Suzanna DeMoss and Kent Defranco for review (DUE DATE:  April 1, 2009).  
ACTION ITEM: Suzanna DeMoss & Kent Defranco to e-mail any required changes to Keith Purnell (DUE DATE: April 17, 2009). 
ACTION ITEM: Keith Purnell to ballot AC7200/1 to the Sealant Task Group (DUE DATE: April 30, 2009). 
6.0 AH7200/1 (OPEN)

Auditor clarifications were developed for specific questions in the AC7200/1 checklist. Task Group debated the pros and cons of having a separate audit handbook verses just adding the clarifications to the AC7200/1 checklist. Task Group will proceed with two separate documents and PRI Staff will clarify the balloting requirements for Audit Handbooks.  
7.0 AUDITOR TRAINING PROGRAM FOR 2009 (OPEN)

Auditor training will be conducted the week of October 19 in Pittsburgh, PA. Training will consist of the following:

ACTION ITEM: Suzanna DeMoss to develop a presentation for auditor training on storage of raw materials (DUE DATE:  July 1, 2009).
8.0 DEVELOPMENT OF MATERIAL TEST CHECKLIST QUESTIONS (OPEN)

After discussion, the Task Group agreed that AS5127/1 contains the applicable testing requirements for sealants. 
9.0 AH7202 (OPEN)

Auditor clarifications were developed for specific questions in the AC7202 checklist. Some questions are identical to the AH7200/1 so these clarifications will be added to AH7202.

ACTION ITEM: Keith Purnell to add process job audit clarifications to AH7202.
ACTION ITEM: Keith Purnell to insert audit handbook clarifications from AH7200/1 that are identical to questions in AH7202 (DUE DATE: April15, 2009).
ACTION ITEM: Kent DeFranco to develop wording for transition from AS7202 to AC7202 and propose canceling AS7202 (DUE DATE: May 15, 2009).
ACTION ITEM: Kent Defranco, Suzanna DeMoss & Rosie Robrigado to work on revising AS5502 to reference AC7200/1 and AC7202 (DUE DATE: May 29, 2009).
10.0 AS7201 (OPEN)

No current pass through distributors are accredited to AS7201 and it is believed that no audits have ever been conducted to this Aerospace Standard. Users either need to require pass through sealant distributors to be AS7201 accredited or consider canceling the document. If canceled, is AS9120 an adequate replacement?  
11.0 NEW BUSINESS (OPEN)

It was suggested that airline and aircraft repair facility participation in the Nadcap Sealant Task Group would be of considerable benefit to the program.
